The Community Association was formed for the benefit of everyone on the site and we welcome
your input and support. Getting an association together and working under a formal system gives
us access to funding from various agencies; this is one of the prime reasons for pushing ahead
with constitutions, meetings, and committees. It was not been easy starting from scratch but we
have a group of around a dozen residents that have given up their time and energy to help. We
have also had support from bpha, Hunts District Council, and St Neots Town Council.

Issues that are becoming more noticeable, and getting me more email, are dog mess, car park-
ing, speeding, and access to the site via Priory Hill. At this stage all we can do is to be vigilant
and make note of persistent poor behaviour. Asking dog owners to clean up after themselves is
something we can all do. Inappropriate parking is also down to us all to monitor, if your neigh-
bour is causing an obstruction why not point out to them that they might want to consider other
when they park. Some will respond positively but, unfortunately, I know that some will have a
selfish attitude and not give a fig about other residents and visitors. Speeding around the site is
another own goal, we all live here and we should all be aware that limits apply for good reason,
on this site the car is not the king of the road. We should all share the space and a little patience
from those who chose to drive everywhere would be appreciated. The issue of access over the
rail bridge and onto Priory Hill is not really a LFCA problem and will be looked at by your Town
Councillor.

For some time now we have been working with the site developers, the construction companies,
local authorities, and bpha to take the development forward in the way that the residents want.
You can help in this by letting us know what you want, what you like about the development, and
what you find less pleasing. If we don't know that you think something would be a good idea or
that something is an issue we can't address it at the appropriate level.

Our efforts so far have resulted in the early provision of a limited number of litter bins, a Multi Use
Games Area, and the beginnings of the more formal play equipment. These have been provided
with varying success. | have been told by Hunts DC that the initial vandalism and inappropriate
use of play equipment is expected and will reduce over time. 1 find it such a sad reflection of so-
ciety that we expect to see a level of damage soon after installation. | wanted to start some com-
munity cohesion to prevent such incidents, not accept them as normal. As more facilities are pro-
vided | urge you all to provide some visible oversight of the areas outside your homes so we can
discourage the anti-social elements.
